There is equally no getting away from the horrors that the Jewish people have suffered in 
their history which makes their current behaviour even harder to understand.  
 
However, the overriding feeling that we experienced was one of hospitality and hope, despite the 
everyday situation. The Palestinian people we met showed great patience and understanding and had 
one desire only, to live in Peace with their neighbours and to share this land of the Holy One with all 
those who had a right to be there. If the peoples of this land can behave as such then surely we can 
also consider patience and peace to be our goals for our lives and for our communities.
