3.1  Broadband Surveys - From the finding of the survey, D Herbert had produced a map

       of the village indicating the speeds received in different areas of the village.   He has

       sent the results to the County Council

4.    PUBLIC TIME - a member of the public addressed the meeting regarding a planning

       application he would be submitting shortly.

       It was agreed to bring planning matters forward.

6.    PLANNING
6.1  PLANNING APPLICATIONS

       DA/2012/0255 (AMENDED) Construction of one 500kw wind turbine (78m to tip of

       blade) and supporting Infrastructure).  Land at Covert Farm, Long Lane, East Haddon 

       It was agreed to use the previous objection.

       Objections: The parish council strongly opposes this application.

       1.The siting of the proposed wind turbine is close to the A428 and would be in the

        direct sight line of drivers approaching a dangerous bend in the road.  The turbine

        could be a distinct distraction.  This is a hazardous stretch of the road where there

        have been a number of accidents including a recent fatality.  This matter of road

        safety is of grave concern.

       2. Close to the edge of a Special Landscape Area this site would make the

       proposed wind turbine highly visible from a considerable area of the surrounding

       countryside.

      Hollow.  Invitation to a Site Meeting to be held on 21 October.
      The chairman advised that he would attend this meeting and welcomed any other

      councillors who were able to attend.

5.    BUSINESS
5.1  Northamptonshire Transportation Plan: Phase two Strategy Consultation - D

       Herbert advised that there appeared to by nothing in the plan that would directly affect

       Ravensthorpe.  It was agreed that any comments should be sent to the Chairman who

       would submit a response if it was deemed necessary.
5.2  Dog Bin - Coton Road - it was reported that this has now been repaired several times

       and is again broken.  It was agreed that the clerk should ask the person who is

       repairing the benches to have a look at it. 

5.3  Bank Charges - the clerk advised that a cheque had bounced through lack of funds in

       the current account.  Due to further circumstances this has incurred further charges. 

       She apologised for the error and said that she is going to the bank to try to claw

        back some of the charges
5.4  Community Speed Watch - a further letter inviting the village to rejoin this scheme.  It

        was still agreed that due to lack of volunteers the parish would not participate.  Traffic

        Calming was then discussed.
5.5  Reservoir Car Park - this will be closed at the end of November for the winter   

       months. It was agreed that the council should ask if this can be left open for walkers

       and bird watchers as the only other parking is on the verges which get damaged,

       there is also a road safety issue.  Clerk to contact Nathan at Anglian Water.
5.6  Potential Signage for Chequers Car Park - the Chairman advised that he had

       attended a site meeting with Ian Boyes (Highways) and the police regarding the

       continuing complaints of noise and parking.  Ian Boyes said that highways would paint

       advisory white lines outside the properties.  It was also suggested that the landlord

       may wish to put up a sign to indicate the car park.  The chairman ask the council if it

       would be appropriate to offer to help with the cost of this.  After discussion it was

       agreed that this was not within the remit of the council.
5.7  Trees Pocket Park - the clerk said that she had been advised that these trees do not

       belong the parish council and that the landowners should be approached.  After

       lengthy discussion it was agreed that the respective landowners should be

       approached personally with a follow up letter advising them of the tree surgeon’s

       recommendations and asking that they make the trees safe.  It was also agreed that if

       necessary a contribution to the cost could be made.
