9.1  Pocket Park - The trees have still not been attended to, S Holt will speak with

       Richard.  R Spring reported that the water level of the pond was still low.  After lengthy

       discussion it was agreed that as the pond was not in the right position it could be

       possible to remove the liner leaving the area left to recover naturally.  R Spring will talk

      to Cliff about this and subject to his agreement this work could then be carried out.
9.2  Allotments - the footpath is a little over grown but generally in good order.  M

       Worthington further reported that she had noted that Anglian Water is seeking to lay

       pipes to the new property at the Hollow.  The residents do not want it going through

       the private road and the other alternative appears to be through the allotments.  It had

       been noted that the water board had marked both areas.  The PC has not been made

       aware of this.  After discussion it was agreed that the clerk check any documents

       regarding the right of way and contact the water board and if necessary the solicitors.
9.3  Highways - White lines Chequers Lane - the chairman said that he would be meeting

       with Ian Boyce of May Guerney to discuss this.  The line should only run from the High

       Street to the junction and if necessary a further line could be marked outside the

       garage at the side. 

9.4  Broadband - David had been to a meeting with BT Group Manager.  Guilsborough is

       going to be updated but only for Naseby residents.  BT did not apply to cover this area

       in the last competitive tendering.  Guilsborough PC has asked for costing to upgrade

       Guilsborough Village.

       GigaClear have a loan arranged with NCC and is about to start installing new lines. 

       They are looking towards October to have everyone linked up.  There will be a

       meeting in the village in July to present the Company and the advantages of their

     Broadband. This will be followed by representatives knocking on doors to see who

     would like to sign up for it.  The first fibre will be in West Haddon with a spur to

     Ravensthorpe and a separate spur to Coton.
