MINUTES OF EXTRAORDINARY MEETING HELD ON 
Monday, 19 December 2016 at 7.15 pm


1   OPENING PROCEDURES

1.1 Present: R Marsh (Chairman) arrived 7.30 pm, S Holt, E Connor, M Worthington, D Herbert, N Carrington and C James (Clerk). 4 members of the public were also present.
In Cllr Marsh’s absence at the start of the meeting, Cllr Herbert proposed and Cllr Worthington seconded that Cllr Holt should take the chair until Cllr Marsh arrived.
1.2 Apologies: Apologies were received and accepted from J Jones
1.3 Declarations of Interest:

2   PUBLIC TIME

The Chairman asked the members of the public present if they wished to speak about the planning application.

Mr Harrison stated that the amended application was not very different from the previous application and did not address the various concerns that had been raised by residents and by the Parish Council.

Mr Harrison was particularly concerned about the safety aspect of the entrance to the site which was on a blind bend with very poor visibility particularly as it was an area where there was significant pedestrian footfall as it was a junction of footpaths.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]He stated it was unclear how many horse owners with vehicles may be visiting the site but potentially there could be up to four who would be accessing the site possibly twice a day each but potential ‘opening hours’ were not specified in the application.  Other concerns raised related to light and waste pollution as the location of the proposed development was next to residential housing which had not been covered in the application.  In addition, Mr Harrison stated there was very limited screening.

Mr Harrison further pointed out that the area in question was a special landscape area and EN39 restricts development in such areas.

Mrs Harrison stated that she had seen the Crime Prevention Officer’s report in respect of the application which had highlighted security issues due to the isolated location.



Mr Johnstone stated that he also felt that there was no substantial difference to the previous application.   He expressed concerns for pedestrians and also pointed out that under the new Village Design Statement the field had been designated as an open space.

3.	PLANNING

3.1	Planning Applications

DA/2016/0729 (Amended) - Land adjacent to 7 Coton Road, Ravensthorpe, NN6 8EG – Construction of four loose boxes and fodder store, gravel track and hardstanding 	

After considering the paper plans and further discussion, Councillors agreed that the Parish Council should object to the application and made the following observations:
 
a.    The development would be contrary to EN1 and EN39 as the site is one that has been designated by DDC as open country within a Special Landscape Area. It has also been identified in the revised Village Design Statement as being valued open space of particular significance to the village character.
b.  The development is outside the village envelope in a village designated as 'restricted infill' only.
c.  The position of the proposed development would significantly alter the appearance of the village from across the valley.
d.    The development would cause unacceptable disturbance to adjacent properties (noise, waste and light pollution).
e.     The access to the site/field is on a blind bend and the additional traffic using the site would cause significant difficulties.
f.    There are already considered to be sufficient livery facilities for horse owners in the immediate area.
