1   OPENING PROCEDURES


1.1 Present: S Holt (Chairman), D Herbert, L Davis, M Worthington and C James (Clerk).
1.2 Apologies: Apologies were received and accepted from E Connor, N Carrington, R Marsh, J Jones and J Matts
1.3 Declarations of Interest:

Personal and Pecuniary: The Clerk declared an interest in the planning application at 6.1.

2    MINUTES

2.1 The Minutes of the Annual meeting of the Parish Council held on 17 May 2017 were approved and signed by the Chairman as correct.  

3   PUBLIC TIME

There were no members of the public present.

4.	MATTERS ARISING

4.1	The Chairman stated that contractors employed by Gigaclear had attended that morning to identify the problem with the poor drainage at the junction of High Street/Little Lane, Ravensthorpe at the request of Cllr Herbert.  After excavation, it was found that a complete section of the drainage pipe had collapsed between the drain on the Highway and the drain at the bottom of Little Lane.  As the drainage pipe was laid beneath the cables laid by Gigaclear, it was suggested that the responsibility for the damage related to previous excavations in the area – possibly at the time when the overhead electricity cables were put underground.  The Clerk stated that she had been in contact with the relevant person (David Coleman) at Highways and that photographs taken of the excavation had been forwarded to him.  He had confirmed that a gang would be sent out within the next month to rectify the damaged/missing drainage pipe.  Cllr Herbert agreed to thank Gigaclear for the work carried out and to apologise for any inconvenience caused.

5	BUSINESS

5.1	Revised standing orders had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting by Cllr Marsh.  The Chairman asked if there were any further amendments required.  As there were none, it was unanimously resolved to adopt the standing orders as revised.


5.2	The Clerk stated that she had now got approval from Highways and DDC to install a dog poo bin on the Highways Verge in Coton.  Unfortunately, she was still waiting for Tim McIlroy of Amey to confirm the cost of installation/emptying.  Amey’s operative stated that a bin was available to install and it had been agreed with Cllr Davis that she would meet with him on site to finalise the preferred location of the bin as soon as a response from Mr McIlroy had been received.
5.3	In the absence of Cllr Matts, It was agreed that the matter of improving the entrance to the churchyard from the allotments would be deferred to the next meeting.
5.4	In the absence of Cllr Marsh, it was agreed to defer the matter of the Clerk’s staff appraisal and salary review to the next meeting.
