1   OPENING PROCEDURES

2    MINUTES

2.1 The Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held on 24 January 2018 were approved and signed by the Chairman. 

3   PUBLIC TIME

There were no members of the public present.

4.	MATTERS ARISING

4.1	Cllr Connor confirmed that the two new ‘No Parking’ signs had been erected.  However, the refuse lorry still had to mount the kerb due to lack of room on the road.  It was suggested that the Council could consider approaching Highways to have a look at the problem with a view to making parking easier for residents.  Agreed this should be an agenda item for consideration at the March meeting.
4.2	The Clerk stated that she had made arrangements with DDC for the litter to be removed from outside the Village Hall on the Monday following the annual village litter pick which is due to take place on Saturday, 24 March 2018.

5	BUSINESS

5.1	The quotation in the amount of £524 (excluding VAT) for replacing the lantern on street light number 26 on the corner of Chequers Lane/Paddock Close was considered.  After discussion, it was unanimously resolved to replace the lantern with a new LED one.
5.2	The Clerk reported that E-on had tried to reinstate street light number 25 at the junction of Chequers Lane/High Street but was no viable in its current state.  A quotation for the replacement of the lantern with an LED bulb had been provided by E-on in the amount of £524 (excluding VAT).  After discussion, it was unanimously resolved to the replace the lantern.

5.3	Cllr Connor stated that she felt that a further dog poo bin in the Playing Field was warranted.  The existing bins were well used and often by the end of the week were full.  Dog walkers were still using the open bins by the benches to dispose of their dog poo bags. After discussion, it was agreed that the Clerk should arrange with Amey (the current contractors for DDC) for the installation of a dog poo bin on the far side of the playing field near to the entrance of Top Ardles Wood.
5.4	The Clerk stated that she had booked a place for Cllr Herbert to attend the NCALC training course on the General Data Protection Regulation 2016 (GDPR) in April at a cost of £49.  It was unanimously resolved that the Council would fund this course and thanked Cllr Herbert for agreeing to attend on behalf of the Council.
5.5	The Clerk stated that the Ravensthorpe/Coton Emergency Response Plan (previously circulated to Councillors) required updating/amendment and approval at a future Council meeting.  The Chairman stated that he would take on this task and liaise with the Clerk and other Councillors.
