In 2013 the East Midlands had 668 cases of 

pancreatic cancer and with the shockingly 

low survival rate of just 5%, sadly only 33 of 

those diagnosed survived. By turning purple, 

Kelmarsh Hall will help generate discussion 

and awareness of pancreatic cancer and its 

symptoms which could ultimately save lives.
