Church News: Charitable Giving

After the topic was raised at the annual meeting
in April, the PCC has been considering its ap-
proach to its own charitable giving and its com-
munication on this with those who give to the
church. We are very aware of the greatly differing
views on how we should approach this issue and
are attempting to chart a course that is generous
to those in need, but also fair and transparent to
our givers. We will continue to discuss how we
do this this as we go through the year and keep
you informed as we do, but we would like to im-
mediately clarify that in addition to the direct sup-
port we have given to charities in the last year, for
the coming year the collections at specific ser-
vices will be going directly to the following:

Harvest Service collection & auction pro-
ceeds: Friends of Khasdobir (Bangladesh):

Christmas Eve Carol Service collection: a
charity connected with homelessness (locally
ideally). You may be interested to hear there is
also now a benefice team who will help us coordi-
nate the church’s local response to any disasters
or urgent causes emerging during the year.

Worship for All: (WFA) an informal family friend-
ly service, with contemporary music and a talk to
engage all ages.

Book of Common Prayer: (BCP) a traditional
service with the words of the 1662 prayer book; if
it is at 8.30am always said; if it is mid morning
usually there are hymns. If it just says BCP it will
be a communion service; Moming Prayer and
Evensong do not have communion. Parts of
Evensong are usually sung by a choir.

Common Worship: (CW) a service in traditional
format in todays’ language; more of the service is
said by everyone. There are usually hymns and
sometimes an anthem sung by a choir.

Evening Service: This is a quieter, more medita-
tive service; it might be simple, repetitive chants
from the Taize community, or Celtic prayers, or
the ancient service of Compline.

Table Talk: This is a totally informal gathering
where you choose what you would like to sing,
and discuss a range of contemporary issues.
