Dark Waters is about a tenacious attorney Rob Bilott 
who, having built a prosperous career in the 1990s 
representing big, powerful companies, uncovers a 
dark secret that connects a growing number of  
unexplained deaths to one of the world’s largest 
corporations that has been dumping chemicals in 
West Virginia for decades.
