5.2   Street Lighting – D Millard of eon had advised that would it would cost £7.50 per lamp to take out the fuse.  He had said that only a qualified person should do this.  It was agreed to put this on the agenda in September with the intention of taking fuses out of lamps for a trial run as previously proposed.
5.3   Purchase of Strimmer for Pocket Park – after discussion it was agreed that the council 
        should reimburse C Giles for the strimmer he purchased as it was unfair that he should pay for it when it was for use in the pocket park.  It was further agreed that this could be put to good use in other parts of the village.  C Giles had offered to strim around the seats.  It was also suggested that it could be used to keep the allotment paths clear.  Clerk to look into 
        insurance and advise C Giles that he should claim for any petrol used.
