1.     OPENING PROCEDURES:

2.1   THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING held on Wednesday 15th September 2010 were agreed and signed as correct by the chairman.

         2.2  THE MINUTES OF THE EXTRAORDINARY MEETING held on 29th September 2010 were agreed and signed as correct by the chairman.

        2.3   THE MINUTES OF THE EXTRAORDINARY MEETING held on 13th October 2010 were agreed and signed as correct by the chairman.
3.     MATTERS ARISING 

 3.1  Planning application on Glebe Land – it was agreed that if the application went to the  committee a member would represent the parish council.

        4.    PUBLIC TIME – there were no members of the public present.  C Boardman voiced concerns with regards to government cuts and what they might mean to the community.  She advised that through her county council parish funding scheme the village hall had been awarded  £2500.  She congratulated everybody involved in the fundraising.  Catherine was thanked and she left the meeting at 8.30.
5.     BUSINESS

        5.1   Street Lighting – S Holt advised that he and J Matts met with Doug Millard from e.on.  He is to provide up to date quotes to disconnect the five lamps earmarked for the trial and for the cost of replacing mercury lamps with low energy lamps.  I was agreed that a good reserve must be continued for these replacements.
        5.2  External Audit – the only query was the undertaking of Risk Assessment.  It was agreed that this had been carried out, but perhaps not properly documented in the minutes.  The clerk and chairman will look at the BDO table and adjust this to suit the council. 
        5.3   NCC - Definitive Map and Statement for Northants – one map of the footpaths will be provided free.  The council agreed that a second should be bought for our footpath warden at the cost of £5.50.  A map will be put on the notice board.
        5.4   Local Government Boundary Commission – Electoral Review of Daventry – the plan is to have 36 members there are 38 at the moment – to be circulated for discussion next month. 

        5.5   Allotments – a letter was received from a resident suggesting that the village should fundraise to purchase the glebe land field adjacent to the allotments.  The council agreed that if an opportunity were to arise in purchasing the land the council would be interested in exploring the idea.  

5.6   NCC – Views on Concessionary Travel – Northampton County Council is taking over the responsibility for this.  The council agreed that as a rural community the scheme is needed and should continue as before – Daventry engages in the English National Bus Pass Scheme, funds Companion travel and Travel tokens.
5.7   DDC - The Members Code of Conduct – Appointment of Parish Council Representatives on the Standards Committee. – to be circulated 

5.8   Society of Local Council Clerks – Membership – it was agreed not to take this up at the moment.
5.9   BTCV – Volunteers to carry out work under a leader at the cost of £280 - £300 per day.  to circulate and then pass on to Cliff Giles – pocket park.
5.10 NCALC – Update Sept/Oct – training – M Worthington agreed to attend the planning training in November – clerk to book make booking.  Cost  £11.
5.11 Dog fouling – the chairman drew the council’s attention to the article in the newsletter regarding dog fouling.  
5.12 Parish Council - Deeds and papers – the clerk advised that the solicitor had kindly produced copies of all papers held by them.  The only documentation missing appeared to be for the ‘pits’ including the Pocket Park.  Clerk to check with John Matt and John Patrick to see if they know anything of the purchases.  Also check with the solicitors on the cost of searches and registration of the land.
5.13 Allotment/Churchyard Boundary – this was not too clear in the deed as it referred to the responsibility of walls as oppose to boundaries/trees etc.  It was agreed to wait until we receive the tree report. – Clerk to chase.
