2.1   THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING held on Wednesday 20th October 2010 were agreed and signed as correct by the chairman.

3.     MATTERS ARISING - none
4.     PUBLIC TIME – there were no members of the public present
5.     BUSINESS

5.1   Street Lighting – Quotes received from current electricity maintenance contractor to inform further discussion.

a) To disconnect and remove existing side entry 80 watt MBF/U mercury vapour lanterns and to supply, fit 42 watt PL-T (white light) gear in head lanterns £233.42 + VAT – info only at this stage, existing mercury lamps to be discontinued.
b) To remove fuse from lamps £35 each.
        Annual running costs of 80 watt lantern £31.99 and 42 watt lantern 16.00. 
After much discussion it was agreed that the clerk should contact Nick Roberts for quote to take out the fuses of the five lamps chosen for the trial.
5.2   Local Government Boundary Commission – Electoral Review of Daventry – circulated.  There were no comments.
5.3   Deeds and Paperwork of the Parish Council – the clerk advised that depending on the difficulties involved in the searches and land registering of the 3 pits it could cost more than £100 per plot.  After discussion it was agreed that this was unnecessary as the council was receiving regular rent from two and the other as a pocket park is locally known as belonging to the village.  NO further action to be taken.
5.4   Boundary Trees – Churchyard/Allotments – still awaiting report.
5.5   Northampton Borough Council – Pre-Submission Draft Publication: Northampton Central Area Action Plan – to be circulated – council felt that a response was not necessary.
5.6   Christmas Tree Recycling it was agreed that the collection points should the Green and the corner of West/East Haddon Roads.
5.7   Assessing Proposal for wind Turbines (consultation Draft) – emailed to councillors.  J Matts declared an interest.  This was a letter stating DDC’s corporate policy position when assessing proposals for the development of wind turbines and wind farms in the district.  After discussion the council agreed it was unnecessary to respond at this time as responses could be made at the time of any individual applications being made.  A councillor advised that the government was considering allowing small wind turbines, the height of a telephone mast, to go ahead without planning permission.  There would be restrictions regarding the proximity of dwellings.
5.8   Precept for year 2011/12 – papers were presented to the meeting. It was agreed that contingency funds should continue to be increased for the street lighting.  Guilsborough pre-school also asked for a contribution towards the upgrading of the play ground.  This was agreed.  R Spring asked if the council would consider purchasing a mower for the hay cutting at the pocket park for between £1000 and £1100.  I was suggested that this could be hired.  R Spring to look into this.  The final budget and precept is listed below.

9.3   Highways - Report by B Ball – A vehicle activated sign is installed near garage.  The 30mph signs have been taken down – to be refitted as per police timetable.  White lines and road markings have been completed apart from a 30 mph roundel in Coton.
9.4   Joint Core Strategy Meeting – S Holt reported that planning officials from Daventry District Council, Northampton Borough Council and South Northants Council have been working on the Joint Core Strategy plan for West Northants.

The Joint Core Strategy, running from 2001 – 2026, identified the area as requiring 62,000 houses, which has now been reduced to around 50,000.  Daventry district (DDC) share is 12,000, of which half have been built or applications are already in.  There are aspirations to grow Daventry town.  A revised plan will go to the Joint Committee of the three councils at the end of January, followed by a six week consultation during Feb/March. The final plan is due to go to the Government for adoption in June 2011.
