Welcome to CountyConnect
Your bus…Your call!
CountyConnect	is	a	bus	service	designed	for	people	like	you.	It	is	a	new	
concept	in	rural	public	transport	for	Daventry.	Anyone	can	use	the	service	
once	they	have	registered,	as	often	as	they	like.	Modern	wheelchair-
accessible	vehicles	are	used,	purpose	designed	for	rural	routes	and	
includes	space	for	luggage	and	shopping.

The	journeys	the	bus	makes	are	defined	by	users	each	day	and	there	is	no	
fixed	timetable.	The	service	operates	‘on	demand’	and	it	only	serves		
pre-booked	journeys.	Booking	is	very	easy,	either	by	phone,	text	or	e-mail.	

Phone	bookings	can	be	made	as	little	as	an	hour	before	you	need	to	travel.	
You	can	book	up	to	a	week	in	advance	and	as	often	as	you	like.	

CountyConnect	works	on	a	‘first-come,	first-served’	basis.	The	earlier	you	
book,	the	more	chance	you	will	be	able	to	travel	when	you	prefer.

Where can I go?
CountyConnect	links	the	villages	listed	to	your	local	towns,	at	Daventry	and	
Long	Buckby.	The	bus	will	set	down	or	pick	up	in	Daventry	at	a	number	
of	places,	including	stops	at	main	supermarkets,	the	Danetre	Hospital,	
doctors	surgeries,	and	the	Northampton	College	campus.	It	also	serves	
employment	areas	at	DIRFT	and	at	Crick,	as	well	as	the	big	employment	
areas	on	the	edge	of	Daventry.	

You	can	use	CountyConnect	for	work	or	study,	not	just	shopping.
Please	phone	to	ask	about	the	nearest	stops	to	where	you	live	and	where	
you	want	to	go.	If	you	need	to	get	somewhere	in	particular	in	Daventry,		
let	us	know,	we	might	be	able	to	arrange	it	for	you.

If	you	want	to	travel	further,	you	can	also	book	CountyConnect	to	connect	
with	regular	Stagecoach	services	at	Daventry,	Long	Buckby		
(for	Daventry,	Northampton	and	Rugby)	and	Weedon	(for	Northampton).

You	can	also	travel	between	any	two	villages	within	each	of	the	two	
CountyConnect	areas	in	Daventry	District.
