3.1   Hedge Cutting – Causeway – the clerk advised that she had tried to contact Nathan several times by
        email.  To try again.
3.2   Litter Pick – it was reported that more people than last year turned out – the chairman thanked
        them adding that the more people attending made the job so much easier.
3.3   County Connect  Bus Service Meeting – R Spring reported on the meeting.  Notes attached to
        minutes.

4.     PUBLIC TIME – a member of the public was concerned about a street light in the High Street that
        had been turned out.  She told the meeting that it made the area very dangerous for those using the
        uneven path at night.
        It was agreed to bring this item to the beginning of the agenda

5.     BUSINESS
5.9   Street Lighting – High Street – a letter had been received concerning the lamp in the High Street
        which has been turned out.  After lengthy discussion it was proposed that this should be reinstated: put
        to the vote 4 in favour, 3 against and 1 abstension.  The proposal was carried.  It was agreed that
        alternative lights should be  looked at and discussed at the next meeting.
5.1   DDC – Parish Elections this will be uncontested.  It was noted that B Ball is standing down after four
        years as a councillor she was thanked by the chairman for all her hard work. 
5.2   DDH – Community Chest Fund – the information to be sent to the Village Hall and Playing Field
        Committees.
5.3   Cleaning of Bus Shelter – the clerk advised the meeting that Mrs Cornes’ son could no longer
        continue to do the job.  Mrs Deborah Hogben had rung and said that her son was interested in doing it.     
        The Council happily agreed that he could do it.
5.4   Presentation of Accounts for Year Ending 31st March 2011 – it was agreed that the accounts 
        should be passed and signed as a true record.   S Holt and the clerk duly signed the accounts.
5.5   Annual Return for year ending 31st March 2012 – Section 1 – Account Statements – these were
        approved by the council and signed by the chairman.  Section 2 – Annual Governance Statement –      
        this was gone through, agreed and signed by the chairman and clerk.
5.6   Clerks’ Salary Review – Hours of Work - the council were reminded that this was reviewed last year
        but it had been agreed to increase this gradually to bring the hours in line for a council the size of
        Ravensthorpe.  After discussion it agreed to increase the hours paid to 231/2 per month.  This will bring
        it in line with NALC recommendations.  The clerks’ annual salary will be £2836.92 – increase to be
        taken as at next quarterly payment date.
